Massive cornices create afew hazards as they warm and weaken under the spring heat. They become easier to
trigger, can break naturally, and form dangerous, deep cracks along ridgelines. From e-mail: "The crack was up
to 30" deep, and had pulled large pieces of vegetation from the ridgeline it used to be attached to.”
