GNFAC Avalanche Forecast for Thu Jan 10, 2019

Good morning. Thisis Doug Chabot with the Gallatin National Forest Avalanche Forecast issued on Thursday,
January 10t at 7:00 am. Today’ s forecast is sponsored by Grizzly Outfittersin partnership with the Friends of
the Avalanche Center. This forecast does not apply to operating ski areas.

All USFSavalanche centers are * excepted” to the government shutdown and operating as normal.
Mountain Weather

Last night atrace to an inch of snow fell in the Lionhead area. This morning mountain temperatures are in the
low 20s F with south to southwest wind blowing 15-20 mph with gusts of 40 mph. Clouds in the southern
mountains will clear this afternoon as high pressure brings sunny skies and above normal temperatures for the
next 7 days. Today, temperatures will rise into the mid-30s F and winds will shift westerly to 10-20 mph.

Snowpack and Avalanche Discussion

Southern Madison Southern Gallatin  Lionhead Range Island Park

The mountains south of Big Sky to West Y ellowstone have aweak and unstable snowpack. It isweak because
sugary facets making up the lower half of the snowpack are unsupportable (photo, video). A person will sink to
the ground when they step off their snowmobile or skis. The snowpack is unstable because there is enough
weight from new and windblown snow to create natural avalanches, cracking and collapsing. Y esterday morning
alarge natural avalanche released on the heavily wind-drifted Lionhead Ridge (details), and skiersin Taylor
Fork got alarge collapse with shooting cracks on awind-loaded slope (photo, details). Thisis the fourth day in
arow of avalanche activity. Today, wind-loaded slopes have a CONSIDERABLE avalanche danger and should
be avoided. All other slopes have a MODERATE danger.

Whenever we go in the field we always have a question that needs to be answered. Y esterday | wanted to know
if the shallowest and weakest snow in the northern areas is getting stronger, so my partners and | toured on Mt.
Ellis. The snowpack was only 2-3 feet deep with the bottom two-third consisting of unsupportable facets. We did
not get any collapsing or cracking on open slopes and our 2 snowpits showed improving stability (video). In the
absence of new snow or wind-loading the snowpack is getting stronger.

The avalanche near Ross Peak in the Bridger Range on Saturday is still relevant as an example of our current
avalanche concern (details). A hard slab of windblown snow sitting on afoot or more of weak facets could be
triggered. The northern ranges and also the mountains around Cooke City have this recipe on some slopes. Eric
was in Cooke City the last 2 days and found most slopes wind-scoured and only afew wind-loaded (photo). If
wind drifts are not sitting on facets, they won’'t avalanche. He found a mixed bag of conditions which he outlines
in his video. In essence, snowpacks less than 3 feet deep are weak and could avalanche with awind-load, while
snowpacks that are deeper lack well-developed facets and are stronger (photo). Dig, probe and be wary of slopes
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that are shallow and faceted. Today the avalanche danger israted MODERATE.
